Gold Harbour lies on the southeast corner of South Georgia, at the foot of Salvesen Range.
At the head of the bay is the stunning Bertrab Glacier, which hangs over vertical cliffs. Gold
Harbour is home to around 25,000 breeding pairs of king penguins, which spill from the
colony, into the tussock and onto the beach. Gentoo penguins can also be found in smaller
colonies throughout the site and Elephant seals dominate the beaches.
